Jeremy Taylor has been working with dreams for over 30 years. An ordained Unitarian 
Universalist minister, Jungian scholar and professor at the Graduate Theological Union, 
University of Creation Spirituality and Sonoma State Graduate Program in Psychology, he 
shows us how seamless are the worlds of inner quest and social justice. Awarding him an 
honorary degree, Starr King School for Ministry said, "You have changed the world by your 
presence here.

understanding that we are a part of a great, complex family of human and archetypal beings;

TRANSITION IN THE EPISCOPACY 
 

 We, in the Diocese of California, have begun a new journey, a journey of saying good-bye and of 
welcoming. At the Diocesan convention in October, 2004, Bishop Swing announced his retirement, 
effective March, 2006. In that moment, the transition began. The Standing Committee immediately 
invited nominations from each deanery for people willing to serve either on the Search Committee or 
the Transition Committee. 
 Two committees were formed, and they met together with the Standing Committee at a 
retreat in early January, 2005. Each committee has very specific jobs in the transition of the 
Episcopacy. We need to elect a new bishop for our diocese, and we need time and opportunity to say 
our fond farewells to Bishop Swing. This will be a rich and challenging time. 



 One of the first assignments that the Search Committee needs to undertake is to put 
together a profile of our diocese that will be sent to all prospective candidates for Bishop of the 
Diocese of California. In order to do this, the committee will make opportunity for ALL the people in 
the diocese to give their input. There will be a number of town m eetings, two in each Deanery, in 
which everyone will have a chance to voice their opinions . The clergy will have two gatherings, and 
there will be two town meetings conducted in Spanish, one in the East Bay and one on the Peninsula. 
Additionally, members of the Search Committee will visit each March Deanery Convocation. 
 This is YOUR INVITATION to be part of the search process for our new bishop. Your 
Deanery president will tell each congregation the date for the next Deanery Convocation. The dates 
and places of the town meetings will be announced at those convocations. All of the town meetings, 
except the first for the clergy, will be held after Easter.
